The Ligue de I'enseignement organization (Brittany, France), is the coordinating structure of "Youth
in motion" project proposed by the rural community of Loudéac.

At the beginning of the mission, the Volunteers will be received by the team of the community in
order to present the framework of the volunteers' mission and the defined mission objectives, the
human and material resources made available to the Volunteers. The European Volunteers will be
accompanied on a daily basis by : - The Loudéac Community Child/Youth Coordinator - The two
professionals of the Youth Information Point, A weekly appointment will be scheduled.
